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This being a moment for us to be proud of our vibrant democracy, I would today
like to highlight the historic step taken by our Honorable Prime Minister Shri
Narendra Modi of renaming 21 islands at Andaman & Nicobar after our Param
Veer Chakra Awardees. This was very aptly done three days back on Jan 23, 2023,
which is also known as ‘Parakram Diwas’ marking the birth anniversary of Netaji
Subhas Chandra Bose. 

Dear children, renaming these islands is symbolic. But what it does, is to remind
us of the immense struggle faced by our freedom fighters at ‘Kaala Paani’ or the
‘Cellular Jail’ located at Port Blair, which, to say the least, was absolutely
draconian. The torture our freedom fighters underwent over there was nothing
less than that faced by the Jews – though unfortunately this darkest chapter of
India’s Independence struggle has been kept out of the mainstream narrative. 
Surrounded by hundreds of miles of ocean in every direction, the Kaala paani was
designed with the sole purpose of keeping the men in isolation, providing
absolutely no hope of escape. At the centre of this massive three-storey structure
stood a tall watch tower, out of which shot seven long concreted wings, like
spokes on a wheel. Each wing had rows of single iron-gated cells – 693 in total.
Each cell was about 15 ft × 9 ft, i.e. just 135 sq ft in size with a ventilator located at
a height of 10 ft.
After crossing the “black waters”, a journey that would last days, the daily grind
that awaited the prisoners was something that had been designed by the British
to not only demoralise the men but to completely break them. Scotsman David
Barry, the jailor, was infamous for his insane cruelty. “While you are here, I am
your God,” was the cry with which he welcomed prisoners. One of the grueling
tasks was in the oil mill and caused many of the men to collapse from exhaustion.

Republic  Day Address| January 26, 2023   

Respected Chief Guest, members of the Management,
Principal, Teachers, Supporting staff, Parents & my
dear students. Namaste. We have gathered today to
celebrate the 74th Republic day of this great nation. 
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Our freedom fighters had to manually turn a large wheel, which would press and
squeeze coconuts for oil. They were expected to produce 30 pounds (13.6 kgs) of
oil a day, a huge amount that most were unable to complete in one work session.
It drove some to insanity. 
Once the inmates had finished the day’s arduous labour, their reward was to
spend their evenings shackled on the floor in solitary confinement. Left alone in
this iron-gated cell, each prisoner would sleep beside two small, clay pots: one for
water and the other to be used as a toilet. So small in size were the clay pots, that
the men had a difficult time in using the empty pot effectively. Some were said to
be so desperate that they resorted to using the bare floor!
The jail over the years housed numerous freedom fighters such as Batukeshwar
Dutt and Veer Savarkar, among others. Vinayak Damodar Savarkar later wrote
that as the gates of the prison shut behind him, he felt he had “entered the jaws of
death”. He continued: “I heard a whisper going around among the warders that
David Barry the self-declared ‘God of Port Blair’ was coming. They seemed to
have seen none more cruel and hard-hearted than he, and they watched my face
to see what impression that name had made upon me.” 
While the prisoners were tortured and humiliated, Barry and the other British
officials lived in opulence across the water on Ross Island. Just 3 kms away from
Port Blair this is a small island which served as the administrative headquarters
for the British. The island had all modern facilities including tennis courts, a
bakery, church, club house and a swimming pool overseeing the vast ocean. Some
of our freedom fighters had to work there throughout the day for the
maintenance, upkeep and cleanliness of the luxurious island, which came to be
known as ‘The Paris of the East’.
Interestingly, During World War II, the British abandoned the Andaman Islands
in haste due to advancing Japanese Forces, thus allowing the Japanese occupation
of the Islands, who then ruled the territory for 4 years from 1942 to 1945. During
this period, Japan built heavy military infrastructure in these islands and it was
used as a forward surveillance base for its fighter planes. The Cellular Jail
ironically then became home to a few British prisoners. The great visionary,
Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose, who had built the Indian National Army (INA),
partnered with the Japanese with the intent of overthrowing the British. He
briefly visited the Andaman Islands during the period and hoisted the Indian
National Flag for the first time at Port Blair. 
The Port Blair airport was renamed in 2002 after freedom fighter Vinayak
Damodar Savarkar. In December 2018, the same Ross Island which was known as 
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‘The Paris of the East’ was renamed as the ‘Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose Island’
once again by Shri Narendra Modi. 
The Cellular jail complex now serves as a national memorial monument and is
open for public viewing. There is also a Light and Sound show in the evenings,
wherein an old peepal tree which stood as a mute witness to the tortures meted
out to the freedom fighters and stands tall even today, chronicles the dark history
of the Kaalapani. 

We keep going on various holy pilgrimages. However, I suggest that if there is one
place where every Indian should go for a holy pilgrimage – it should be Port Blair.
It is just a 2-hour flight away from Chennai.
While renaming these 21 islands at Anadaman on January 23rd, Shri Narendra
Modi very aptly remarked - “When history is being made, the future generations
should not just remember, assess and evaluate it, but should also find constant
inspiration from it.”

According to a UNDP
(United Nations Development Programme) report, 41.5 crores Indians have exited
the poverty line. What does that number 41.5 crores represent? The combined
population of some 170 plus countries of the world! Or 1.25 times the population
of USA, the third largest country in the world!! Isn't that an astounding number?
And this isn’t just money related poverty. We are talking about multi-dimension
poverty: access to nutritional food, clean drinking water, cooking fuel and
housing. These are the four major parameters. Imagine the money, resources,
planning, logistics and effort needed to achieve the humongous task. My salute to
the government!

Independence Day Address | August 15, 2023  

Respected Chief Guest Col. KP Vijay Kumar, Principal,
Headmistress, respected faculty members, supporting
staff, parents and students, a very warm Namaste to all
of you.
My wishes to you on this wonderful occasion of our
77th Independence Day. It gives me great joy and
pleasure to address you on this occasion. This is also a
moment of pride for all of us.  Among the countries in 
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The second sector where India has become a world beater is in the domain of
digital transactions. You must have seen your parents making digital payments to
roadside flower vendors and people who sell tender coconuts on pushcarts. With
more than 9 crore transactions per annum, India is making more digital
transactions than the next four top countries - Brazil, China, Thailand & South
Korea - put together. How does this help the country? This cuts down black
money, helps increase savings for the poor and by reducing wear and tear of
physical currency, the government saves the cost of printing new notes to replace
old ones. Added to this is the obvious advantage of safety. People don't have to
carry hard currency and risk losing it out of carelessness or theft.
The third sector in which we have made great strides is transportation - airways,
surface transport (including roadways and railways), and waterways. From 68
operational airports in 2013-14, we now have 148 operational airports and we have
a target of 220 airports by 2025 These are just passenger airports, not counting
the military bases. However, matter of greater pride isn't just the airport and air
services, but roads and highways. In just 9 years, we have increased our highway
lengths by a whopping 59%, i.e. from 91,000 kms in 2014 to 1,45,000 kms of
highways now. This highway network makes India the second largest (and
longest) after USA. That is just the segment of highways. Let's look at something
broader here. USA is three times the size of India. While USA has 6.83 lakh
kilometres of roads, India has on date, laid 6.70 lakh kilometres of road. Nothing
works better for good economics and free flow of people and goods than a well-
connected country. The numbers that I gave you are a clear indication of a very
healthy state of affairs that would pave way for decades of sustained economic
growth and prosperity for all.
We had a look at three sectors that have a direct impact on every household,
every family and individual: personal comforts, ease of transport and smooth
commercial transactions. But on top of all these, the society needs safety and
security of life and property. As a nation that has land borders with hostile
neighbours in the West, North and part of the North East, the country's defences
are of utmost importance We do have a well-trained Army, Navy and Air force.
But for long, we have been dependent on other countries -Russia, USA, France,
UK and Germany for arms, weaponry etc.. But over a period of years, we have
started building our own submarines, aircraft carriers etc.. The country has now
launched a focused programme to achieve higher self-sufficiency in defence
production and has been encouraging both government owned units and private
industry to develop Research & Development centres and manufacturing plants
to produce modern weaponry. Our defence production is now worth Rupees
1,00,000 crore (one lakh crore- or simply put one trillion Rupees) and we export
Rs 16,000 crores worth of military equipment to other countries. From exports 
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worth 1,000 crores seven years ago, we are now exporting 16 times that value. We
do have a lot to talk about as our achievements: excellence in chosen fields of
sports, being among the top 5 countries in space research & development, an
indigenously developed nuclear power and perhaps a nation with the largest
professional force and so on. My attempt this morning was just to highlight the
less talked about spheres in which the achievements during the last decade have
been phenomenal. Given such a wonderful platform to launch ourselves from, we,
as responsible and participatory citizens, should leverage the same and do well
not just for the country and the society that we live in but also for ourselves and
our families and friends.
My wishes to you again on this great occasion!

We are offering an
intense five-month training program to equip students to take up CLAT-24 for
entry into premier law colleges across India.
In pursuit of the noble vision to provide quality education, two exclusive batches
of classroom integrated foundation programs for classes IX & X have been
included. The semi-integrated batches of Classes XI and XII for IIT-JEE and NEET
are coached by the experienced in-house faculty of the school. Our faculty are
equipped to strengthen the analytical ability of students and train them on
speed, accuracy, and alternative problem-solving methods. Periodic tests, test
analysis sessions, and parent-teacher meetings are regularly organized. The
entrance examination to gain admission to the integrated batches of the
upcoming year 2024-2025 was held on the 15th and 16th of October.
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DAV Prajya Exam - To equip the aspirants of competitive exams with the right
kind of preparation to crack prestigious exams, we have designed three exams
for classes from 6th to 10th in an academic year.

CO-CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

Consequently,
the approach I took was also different from the classroom set, resembling more of
the traditional gurukul settings, where Kingston would go back home with me.
While I did basic household chores like cutting vegetables and cooking, I would
teach previous year’s fundamental concepts to Kingston, and slowly progress to
class X concepts. .

The story grew all the more close to my heart when I saw Kingston, a steadfast
connoisseur of non-vegetarian delights, embraced the lifestyle of my home. He
proclaimed that he had never eaten a meal without meat, but in my house, he
willingly traversed into the uncharted realm of vethalkuzhambu rice, kootu, and
an array of vegetarian food I had prepared.

The ‘T’ in Chat GPT

In this fast-technology-driven world where lines of code are beginning to
converge with the intricacies of human expression, a chain reaction, a revolution
has been set up in artificial intelligence, where new technologies and methods are
being invented daily to make our lives easier. Well, a breathtaking edifice that
reshapes our landscape of artificial intelligence is here, THE TRANSFORMER
MODEL. The model is a testimony to the common man’s doubt about whether a
machine can ever understand human language. Now, what is this machine-
learning model ?

So, imagine you are telling a story to a friend, you mention a variety of things in
the story, with some parts being more important than others. Now the
transformer has something called “self-attention”. Imagine you have a torch that
you can shine on different parts of your story. This spotlight helps the
transformer to understand which parts are more related and need more
attention. Just like when you are narrating a story, the transformer will focus on
different important parts at different times.

Now what about the order of these words? So transformer uses a clever trick to
take care of this. It adds tiny clues/numbers to each word like putting page
number in our records. These clues tell the transformer the order of the words so
that it understands them in the right context and sequence.

The transformer is no less than a mechanic. It has two major tools: an “encoder”
and a “decoder”. The encoder listens carefully to your story and keeps collecting
clues just like a detective. It pays attention to the context of the sentence rather
than the sequence of the words and focuses on how words actually connect to
each other. Then comes the decoder, it takes what the encoder has learned and
starts forging its own story based on that knowledge. The decoder is storytelling
a friend, making sure the new story fits the context, makes sense, and flows
smoothly. Also, this all happens parallelly and not sequentially, thus speeding up
the entire process.
The transformer just like any other ML model requiring a magnanimous amount
of data/”Brainpower”/computational resources. The transformer undergoes
semi-supervised learning - that is being trained unsupervised way on large
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 amounts of data. The reach of the transformer’s magic is not bound to only text
translation but it resonates through domains diverse as computer vision and
game strategy. This model has successfully coded a new chapter in the saga of
technological advancement in AI. The involvement of “self-attention” has given
this model a huge step up and has successfully created its own identity as a very
successful ML model.

“Time flies like an arrow”, well I can tell you it sure does. As I sit, reminiscing
about my time at D.A.V, I am filled with an overwhelming sense of nostalgia and
gratitude. It feels like only yesterday that I walked through those corridors, wide-
eyed and eager to learn. 
The nursery's brightly painted walls were where I first experienced school. The
aunties, as we used to call them, tried to explain to the young child running
around the school, trying to find out where he was, . Those two great years
whizzed by in an instant! Moving on, we unexpectedly entered a larger school
where ‘aunties’ were addressed as ‘ma'ams’. The biggest shock to us was that
many of our friends weren't with us. The subjects and instructors changed, but
the juvenile behaviour and habit of tormenting the teachers continued
(sometimes up until 12th grade). We took solace in the fact that our teachers still
had no idea what was going on in our heads. 
The transition to the senior block in fifth grade, together with the switch from
pencils to ink pens, was the next significant event in our lives. I vividly recall
how, when we attempted to fix the broken pens, ink would somehow flood our
mouths. Blue-mouthed students became a common sight for the teachers. We
subsequently encountered the concept of "third language”. Mine was Sanskrit,
and trust me when I say this, the only reason I could pass the subject was because
of sincere hard work and dedication (of the teacher!). At this point, I should draw
attention to the radical change in what PT periods meant to us. From the foolish
running and kid-friendly activities in the elementary school to league-level
football, cricket, and kabaddi. To the displeasure of the teachers and parents,
several children frequently seemed to be sweeping the beautiful Gopalapuram
corporation ground with their uniforms. Middle school was also the time when I
used to participate in almost all co-curricular activities.
The change from shorts to full pants popped up next. That was a significant
upgrade! However, 9th grade was our last carefree time. In 10th we were taken
aback by COVID, where we used to have online classes and no physical contact at
all. Of course, it took a big toll on our social skills but all thanks to our teachers
who tried to prevent this as much as they could. Then we had to take the biggest
decision of our lives, “Is it going to be Commerce or Science?”. And you thought 
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choosing what to wear was hard! In 11th a majority of us split up into different
classes.

Indian Space Research: Chandrayaan 3 and Beyond

"The Indian Space Research Organization has made significant strides in recent
years, and one of the recent missions in this journey is Chandrayaan 3. Following
the success of Chandrayaan 1 and Chandrayaan 2, the Indian Space Research
Organization (ISRO) has set its sights on more ambitious missions to explore the
lunar surface and beyond. Chandrayaan 3 is the successor to the Chandrayaan 2
mission, which saw partial success in 2019, despite facing challenges during its
soft landing attempt on the Moon's south polar region. Learning from the
experiences of Chandrayaan 2, Chandrayaan 3 has been meticulously designed
and revamped to achieve its objectives effectively. The primary goal of
Chandrayaan 3 is to conduct a successful soft landing on the Moon's surface,

thereby making India the 4th country to successfully land on the moon,
furthering India's understanding of lunar geology, mineralogy, and potential
water presence.

The spacecraft's
navigation and guidance systems have been improved, enabling more precise
control during the descent phase, crucial for a successful landing. The rover
deployed by Chandrayaan 3 will feature state-of-the-art scientific instruments,
designed to analyze the Moon's surface and gather valuable data about its
composition. Beyond Chandrayaan 3, ISRO has ambitious plans to expand its
exploration efforts in both lunar and interplanetary missions. Some of the
notable future missions include:

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Bridging Art, Mathematics, and Nature's Blueprint

 Geometry is the branch of mathematics that deals with shapes, angles,
dimensions, and sizes of a variety of things we see in everyday life. In our day-to-
day activities, geometry plays a very significant role and has its natural
connection to art, mathematics, and science.
The first thing that comes to our mind when we think of geometry is the drawing
of a circle with a compass, but geometry is more than that; it helps us to make
complex 2D and 3D shapes like hexagons, cubes, and tetrahedrons.
In order to make these complex shapes, one needs to create a shape known as the
'seed of life.' This shape is called the seed of life as it lays the basic foundation for
making any 2D shape as well as symmetrical ones.
The Seed of Life: The Platonic solids are geometric shapes that play an important
role in nature and our daily lives. From the seed of life, the Platonic shapes can be
drawn. The Platonic Solids are the shapes known to the Ancient Greeks as the
repeating patterns which are the building blocks of life. These shapes were also
known as cosmic solids and were studied in ancient times by the Greeks. The
Greek philosopher Pythagoras studied them and later by Plato; from where the
name 'Platonic' was derived.
In three-dimensional space, a Platonic solid is a regular, convex polyhedron. It is
constructed by congruent regular polygonal faces with the same number of faces
meeting at each vertex and which are identical in shape and size having all angles
and all sides equal. Only five solids meet those criteria: (1) Tetrahedron (Four
faces), (2) Cube (Six faces), (3) Octahedron (Eight Faces), (4) Dodecahedron (Twelve
faces), and (5) Icosahedron (Twenty faces).
Plato, who was studying the Platonic solids closely, associated each shape with
nature. He associated the tetrahedron with fire, the cube with earth, the
octahedron with air, the icosahedrons with water, and the dodecahedron with the
universe. Every element in the periodic table has a geometric relation to one of
the Platonic solids. From the motion of atoms to the shape of molecules to viruses
to snowflakes to the shape of sound to the orbit of the planets in the solar system,
everything stems from this basic geometric information system.
Artists employ a multitude of mathematically based techniques to create works
of art that are pleasing to the eye because they speak directly to our subconscious
appreciation of symmetry. Tools such as the Golden Ratio are often used in
artworks to represent the underlying divine ratio in nature. 
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The Golden Ratio is a mathematical ratio. It is commonly found in nature, and
when used in a design, it fosters organic and natural-looking compositions that
are aesthetically pleasing to the eye. In fact, our brains are seemingly hardwired
to prefer objects and images that adhere to the Golden Ratio. It’s almost a
subconscious attraction and even tiny tweaks that make an image truer to the
Golden Ratio have a large impact on our brains.
The history of great art is full of examples of works that have used geometrical
patterns repetitively to create stimulating and stunning masterpieces. One such
technique is tessellation art, which refers to the use of repetitive geometric
shapes on a plane, without the tiles ever crossing over each other, and leaving no
spaces or gaps between the tiles. The tessellation artwork can be seen on
everything from ancient temple walls to modern-day textile designs. Geometrical
patterns will always continue to speak to the core of the human psyche, as artistic
form and mathematical practicality merge to create something memorable and
timely.
